A bonus for me from doing the Club Coach course was that it
highlighted some weak spots in my own game, particularly my
delivery.

As is the case in many sports, whenever pressure or when nerves strike, correct
technigue sometimes goes out the door and and your game can suffer.

In bowls a good way to combat this is to have a routine every time you step t@
bowl. This will help you concentrate on all the separate components of the
delivery and hopefully get it right every time.

The following is a guideline to consider adopting every time you put down a
bowl:

X Stand behind the mat and draw a line from your aiming point onto the green
(usually about two thirds down the rink from your mat
Visualize your bowl turning to the jack along that line
step onto the mat aiming your feet and body to the aiming point
check the bias of your bowl

X decide on the weight and swing height of your delivery
take a deep breath

X proceed with a slow easy delivery, knees bent so your body moves low and
slow and forward to your target

X deliver your bowl with your eyes on the spot or mark on the green you have

stay down after your delivery with your arm and hand extended to that spot
with your weight forward

Have a go at establishing your own routine. It sounds a lot to go througlut this
should only take 20 to 25 seconds from start to finish and will help to keep wo
focused and consistent with your delivery.
